The governing and policy-setting body of the college is the
board of trustees (BOT). Maryland’s governor appoints board
members who are accountable to the Maryland Higher
Education Commission (MHEC).

The HCC president is the chief executive officer and reports
to the board of trustees. The HCC president’s team (PT)
includes the president; executive associate to the president
(ExAP); executive director of planning, research, and
organizational development (ED-PROD); executive director
of public relations and marketing (ED-PRM); and the vice
presidents of academic affairs (VPAA), administration and
finance (VPAF), information technology (VPIT), and student
services (VPSS).

The president and the PT are HCC’s Senior Leaders (SL),
responsible for strategy development and organizational
performance review, for assessing recommendations from the
functional units and teams, and for managing HCC’s operations
(Figure 1.1-1, also see organizational chart).

SAN DIEGO P.2a(1) CSSD is the first and largest independent study
charter school in San Diego. Today. regardless of increasing

competition, CSSD serves nearly 3.500 students per year
despite the documented failure of 30% of other charter schools
across the state. The school is also ranked as one of the highest
performing DASS schools. Currently. there are three competitor
DASS schools with similar instructional design and student
demographics within our market. CSSD 1s growing its market
share i the face of increased competition (Figure 7.5-4).
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P.2a(1) Competitive Position

Howard County, with a population of approximately 321,113,
is located within twenty miles of Baltimore and Washington
D.C. There are no direct competitors within Howard County.
HCC maintains 1ts very competitive position by attracting
HoCo residents with the big price advantage of low in-county
tuition (Fig. 7.5-12) over the three primary transfer universities,
marketable job skill course offerings, flexible scheduling
options, convenient location, quality faculty, advanced
technology, and beneficial support services (Fig. P.2-1). One in
four county high school graduates and 10% of Howard
County’s residents choose to attend HCC each year. HCC
attained a 106% increase in full-time equivalent (FTE) credit
enrollment from fiscal year 2001 (FYO01) to FY18, CEWD
enrollment grew 33% in FTE while the county population only
grew 21% from 2001 to 2018 (Fig. 7.5-10).
